4 buttons

SUGGESTED CROCHET HOOK
3 mm
Size of hook is only suggestion. If your 
crocheting shows tighter tension, use thicker 
hook, and if looser tension use thinner hook

TENSION
24 sc with 3 mm hook = 10 cm
22 dc with 3 mm hook = 10 cm

PUFF STITCH
*1 yo, insert hook in stitch and pull up loop*, 
rep from *-* a total of 3 times, 1 yo, pull yarn 
through 6 loops, 1 yo, pull yarn through the 
last 2 loops.

INC 1 DC
Work 2 dc in same stitch.

1ST SC = CH1

1ST DC = CH3

Beg at waist.
Cast on, ch(130) 140 (150) 160 (170).
Work 1 sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each of 
the following ch = (129) 139 (149) 159 (169) sc.
Works sc back and forth until work meas 3 cm.
Work 4 rows diagram back and forth.
Inc 1 dc at each side of every flower = 5 dc 
between flowers.
Work 1 row diagram.
Work ch1 (= 1 st inc) and join with 1 sl.
Cont to work back and forth, but join each 
row with 1 sl. Turn every row with ch3.
Work 2 rows diagram.
Inc 1 dc at each side of every flower = 7 dc 
between flowers.
Cont diagram until work meas approx (24) 
26 (28) 32 (34) cm, or suitable length.
Work picot edging as follows:

Work 3 rows sc on slit edge. Work in the 
same manner on other slit edge, but with 4 
buttonholes evenly spaced on 2nd row.
